Here are some creative ways for parents to ask their elementary-aged
children about their day:

1. "What was the best part of your day?" This encourages them to focus on something
positive and helps you get a sense of what they enjoyed.

2. Was there anything that made you feel proud today?" This helps them reflect on ac-
complishments or moments that made them feel good about themselves.

3. "Did anything surprise you today?" This can spark interesting conversations about
unexpected events or new things they encountered.

4. "Tell me about something you did today that was fun." Focusing on fun can help them
share enjoyable experiences, whether it was a game, activity, or something they found
exciting.

5. "Was there anything that made you feel frustrated today?" This can open up a discus-
sion about any challenges or emotional moments they may have experienced.

6. "What are you most looking forward to tomorrow?" This helps them think ahead and
gives you insight into their expectations for the next day.

7. "Did you help anyone today?" Asking about helping can open up conversations about
their role in the classroom or in their friendships.

These questions keep the conversation engaging and show your child that you care about
their experiences.

Aqui hay algunas formas creativas para que los padres les pregunten a sus
hijos de primaria sobre su dia:

Esto les ayuda a reflexionar sobre
los logros o momentos que los hicieron sentir bien consigo mismos.

3. "¢Te ha sorprendido algo hoy?" Esto puede provocar conversaciones interesantes sobre
eventos inesperados o cosas nuevas que encontraron.

4. "Cuéntame sobre algo que hiciste hoy que fue divertido". Centrarse en la diversién pue-
de ayudarles a compartir experiencias agradables, ya sea un juego, una actividad o algo
que les parezca emocionante.

5. "¢Hubo algo que te hizo sentir frustrado hoy?" Esto puede abrir una discusion sobre
cualquier desafio o momento emocional que puedan haber experimentado.

6. "éQué es lo que mas esperas manana?" Esto les ayuda a pensar en el futuro y le da una
idea de sus expectativas para el dia siguiente.

7. "éAyudaste a alguien hoy?" Preguntar sobre como ayudar puede abrir conversaciones
sobre su papel en el aula o en sus amistades.

Estas preguntas mantienen la conversacion atractiva y le muestran a su hijo que le
importan sus experiencias.
