There are a few new and continued initiatives that will be in place this year to add to the culture 
and environment of Mann: 
  
No Cell Phones – Students will not be able to use cell phones or other personal electronic equip-
ment on campus, including in the cafeteria.  Cell phones should be turned off and placed in their 
pocket or backpack during the entire school day. Student will have access to phones in the Ad-
ministration Office if they need to contact you. Please call the school at 744-8400 if you need to 
get a message to your child. 
Breakfast in the Classroom – Students will be enjoying breakfast in their first period classroom 
this year.  There will be multiple Breakfast Carts located on campus.  When your child arrives, 
they will go to their predetermined cart to get breakfast.  They will then take their breakfast to 
their first period classroom to enjoy it. 
No Hats/Hoods worn in buildings – Hats/hoods and other headgear is not to be worn in build-
ings.  This is a dress code violation and will be handled accordingly. 
Hand Sanitizer Stations – There will continue to be multiple hand sanitation stations located 
around.  Please use them liberally!  Also, when you go to the restroom, please make sure you 
wash your hands for at least 20 seconds to ensure proper hygiene. 
Masks – At this time masks will be optional for students, staff and visitors.  
Water Bottles – At this time, water fountains are still disabled.  They have been converted to 
refillable water bottle stations.  Please provide your child with a refillable water bottle every day, 
so he/she can stay hydrated.

NEW SCHOOL POLICY 
CELL PHONE  and ELECTRONIC DEVICE 
You may have your cell phone at school, but you are not allowed to use it 
during the school day. Your phone must be turned completely OFF (not 
on vibrate or silent) when you arrive on campus at 9:05am. Electronics 
and headphones/earbuds must be put away and out of sight during the 
school day. You may turn your phone back on after the school day ends. If 
your cell phone/earbuds/headphones are out or you are using it during 
the day at any time, items will be taken and turned in to the Student  
Affairs Office. If parents need to get in touch with their child, they may call 
the Main Office at 813-744-8400. 

The State of Florida requires all students entering 7th grade 
for the 2021-2022 school year need to have a Tdap (tetanus,  
diphtheria, pertussis) booster. The immunization must be  
documented by a health care professional on a Florida  
Certification of Immunization (680) form. Please send in your 
updated immunization form to the Main Office. 

BELL SCHEDULE 

The cost for school lunch is $2.75.  Families must reapply at the  
beginning of each school year to receive free lunch, since temporary 
status is only good for the first 30 days. Instructions for the online 
application process are being sent home in the 1st Week of 
School or are located on Canvas. Prior to approval, parents are 
responsible for the payment of all meals until the application is pro-
cessed. As a reminder to our parents, students will not be allowed to 
charge their lunch.  We ask that you plan accordingly to make sure 
your child has money or something to eat each day for lunch.   

Florida State Law requires physical education for all 6th, 7th, and 8th grade 
students.  An up-to-date statement from a doctor requesting curtailment 
or elimination of physical education must be on file at the school if your 
child is to refrain from any or all physical activities.  All grade students 
will dress out for P.E. classes.  Uniforms will be available through 
our P.E. department for $20.00 each set (shirt and shorts).   
Students will be issued a P.E. locker for a $5.00 rental fee.  P.E. uniforms 
can be purchased at Open House.  Cash or money order only. Proper 
shoe wear is required.  Flip flops/slides cannot be worn to PE. 

HCPS has amazing volunteers and community partners! 
All volunteers and community partners must complete or  
reactivate the online Volunteer Application each school year. 
This includes Level 2, fingerprinted volunteers. New applica-
tions for current school year become available on July 1, the 
start of the new school year.
