We work very hard to ensure the safety of our
students and will do everything we can to keep
regular dismissal procedures so students can
avoid implementing a new plan. However, due
to the unpredictable Florida weather, the deci-
sion to call Rainy Day or not is left to the discre-
tion of administration and is based on the
weather at the time students are to be released.
Since weather patterns are monitored closely,
and lightning detectors are utilized, decisions
are made closer to the time they leave their
classrooms. Declaring a Rainy Day too soon,
can be equally challenging, as weather can clear
up prior to dismissal, creating additional confu-
sion. We will make that decision and communi-
cate via Parent-link by 1:45 Tuesday-Friday and
12:45 on Mondays. If these procedures create
an inconvenience for you or confusion for your
children, we urge you to declare one procedure

to consistently utilize rain or shine. Your contin-
ued support is greatly appreciated.
