Each year, the district administers multiple assess-

ments to track student learning.  All students in 

Grades K-5 will take the computer-based iReady Diag-

nostic Assessment in both reading and math. This is 

taken three times per year. The first testing window is 

already underway for Grades 1-5 and Kindergarten 

will complete the assessment the week of Sept. 27th. 

The second one will be administered between Novem-

ber 29th-December 17th for Grades 3-5 and January 

6-28th for Grades K-2 and the third will be between 

March 22nd– April 29th for Grades 3-5 and May 2-

20th for Grades K-2. In addition, students in grades 3-

5 will take the Florida Standards Assessment (FSA) in 

the Spring. Specific dates will come later in the year.
