Hillsborough Virtual K-12

Offered last school year by the neighborhood school in
response to the COVID pandemic

Course content was delivered through Zoom and Canvas
by the teacher.

Students logged into Zoom to attend courses during
school hours.

Teachers issued quarterly report card grades.

Students attend classes throughout the school day in
order to interact with the teacher.

An established public school offering virtual
education since 2010

Course content is delivered through online virtual
curriculum platform. Students work at home with the
support of a learning coach, usually a parent.

Students are offered one live lesson per week for each
course and can work in their courses 24/7.

Students follow weekly pace charts to complete their
course by the end of the semester. Students who
complete will receive a semesterreport card grade.

Students can attend live lessons but must complete one-
on-one DBA's (Discussion Based Assessments) with the
teacher to proceed in the course. The teacher may
schedule help sessions, small groups, or other
assessments.

By looking
at the image to the right, you can see that
HVK12 is in the area where FLVS and
Hillsborough Public Schools overlap. HVK12 s
the school district's virtual instructional program
and a franchise of Florida Virtual School

(FLVS). HVKI2is a public school and its
students must comply with the district's policies
and procedures. While full time virtual students
complete all coursework at home, they are
not Home Education students. As shown in the
image, Home Education is not part of the
public school system. Also, as a franchise of
FLVS, you will create an FLVS account and use
the FLVS platform, but... You will be a
Hillsborough Virtual K-12 Full Time student.

All About Assignments

Virtual courses are broken info modules, and each module contains

lessons. The lesson is where you learn the content. Think of the lessons as

your "textbook”. After reading the lesson or a set of lessons, you will

complete an assessment. Think of assessments as your "workbook”. The

assessments are what your teachers will grade. Once an assessment is
graded, you can see your teacher's feedback and your grade in

your gradebook. At the beginning of the semester, each teacher will
provide a pace chart. The pace chart will show which assessments are

due each week.

Communication

There are multiple ways to communicate with your teachers and ways in which information will
be shared with you. There are messages, announcements, emails, phone calls, texts, online
classroom activities and Discussion Based Assessments.

Phone Calls

Communication cont’'d

Student/Parent Monthly Contact Requirement

The parent/guardian will be contacted at least monthly if the
student is behind pace, fails to submit weekly work, or has @
low grade. The teacher must document 2-way monthly
communication with families when the student is not meeting
pace expectations or has a low grade. Two-way

communication requires a reply from the parent to the
teacher.

Parent/guardians of students in good academic standing may
choose to receive AND respond to the monthly contact via
text when the student is meeting expectations.



Communication cont'd.

Virtual School Administrator (VSA)

Each time you log in to your account, you will be taken to VSA first. You can think of this as the
"front office" of your school. This is the place where you can update your personal information
such as address, email, or phone number and where you can see the history of any courses you
have requested or completed. On the VSA dashboard, you will see a snapshot of your current
courses as in the example below.

While in VSA, it is important that you review any new messages. You will see the number of
unread messages that you have at the top of your dashboard next to the envelope icon.

Communication cont'd.

Educator (where you find your course content)

When you click on "course" in VSA, you will be passed through to Educator
where you will find your actual courses. You can think of this as the
hallways and classrooms of your school. You can move from one class to
another within Educator. When you enter a new class, you will first land on
the tfeacher's announcement page. You should take a moment each day
to review the announcement page for any new information.

Within Educator, there is an email system. You need to check your email
daily for important information from your teachers.

Staying on Track M

Pace Charts
One of the benefits of online learning is the ability to work any time and
anywhere.
One of the challenges is that it is easy to fall behind if you don't set aside
time to work on your course every week.
In order to assist you in planning your time wisely for your coursework,
each teacher will provide a Pace Chart.
Your Pace Chart lays out what work you should complete each week in
each subject.
Follow the Pace Chart and do not skip around in your course.

QUICK TIP: Print a copy of your Pace Charts and check off assignments as
they are completed.

Elementary (K-5) Work Expectations

All students should be working DAILY in their courses!

Students must stay on pace according to their weekly pace chart.
Think . . . students in traditional brick/mortar school attend from 7:30am
to 1:55pm plus homework. (6 hours and 25 minutes with 30 minutes for
lunch)

Although the time can be flexible throughout the day/week, our courses
are designed for students to work the same amount of fime as a
traditional school.

Often, when students struggle, they are not working daily, attending live
lessons, and putting enough time into their schoolwork.

The learning coach should establish a weekly/daily schedule with the
student.



Elementary — Additions to Coursework

Students should READ for at least 30 minutes each day. Access to books
is extremely important. Your ELA teacher can provide suggestions.

Teachers will post additional learning resource links on their homepage.

I- Ready - Our students will take the I-Ready diagnostic tests three
times a year. I-Ready provides lessons based on individual student
needs. It is important that you do not help your child with the I-
Ready diagnostic content. This will cause them to get inappropriate
lessons and may leave gaps in their learning.

We do not require [-Ready "minutes” but this is a great resource to use
after completing regular coursework.

* Hillsborough Virtual K-12 follows the district school calendar, which means HVK12 classes have
start and stop deadlines, and pacing requirements to remain enrolled.

*  Students will be provided a pace chart in each course. While students may choose to work
ahead in their courses, to remain enrolled, they are expected to submit their weekly
assignments by the date listed on the pace chart.
