What is Truancy? 
Florida law defines 

“habitual truant” as a 

student of compulsory 

school age who has 15 or 

more unexcused absences 

within 90 calendar days. 

Once this occurs, an 

attendance remediation 

plan may be created to 

assist the family in getting 

the child to school 

regularly. If attendance 

does not improve, the 

family may be referred to 

the Attendance Review 

Board/Truancy Court for 

further remediation.
