Conceptual Understanding

Concepts are big ideas that have relevance within specific disciplines and across subject areas. MYP students use concepts as a vehicle to inquire into issues and ideas 
of personal, local and global significance and examine knowledge holistically. The MYP prescribes sixteen key interdisciplinary concepts along with related concepts for 
each discipline.



Global Contexts

Students learn best when their learning experiences have context and are connected to their lives and their experiences of the world. Using global contexts, MYP 
students develop an understanding of their common humanity and shared guardianship of the planet through developmentally appropriate explorations of:


• identities and relationships

• personal and cultural expression

• orientation in space and time

• scientific and technical innovation

• fairness and development

• globalization and sustainability




Approaches to Learning

A unifying thread throughout all MYP subject groups, approaches to learning (ATL) provide the foundation for independent learning and encourage the application of their 
knowledge and skills in unfamiliar contexts.

The IB Middle Years Programme is a great fit for the Education Plan (EP) goals and objectives of students in the academically gifted program (AGP). Students will be 
placed in the highest level core subject courses with gifted endorsed teachers and will have the opportunity to select numerous accelerated and high school credit 
courses while at Walker.


Students with gifted Education Plans (EP) do not need to be retested when entering middle school. The elementary gifted teacher will contact the parent to set up an EP 
review meeting during the 4th quarter of this school year. During this meeting the current plan will be reviewed and new goals will be written for your child’s transition into 
middle school. A copy of the new EP will be sent directly to the middle school at the end of this school year.

Every other day throughout Year 1, students will attend Physical and Health Education (PE). Half of the students will start A days with Health and Physical Education, the 
other half of the students will start with Language Acquisition. On the Language Acquisition day, students will take Spanish or French for half of the year. The second half 
of the year they will take the other language and one of the Arts electives.


The students quickly follow the pattern of their "A day” “B day” schedule and move as a cohort to the next “spoke in the wheel” throughout Semester 1 (August - 
September)
