To fully benefit from the instructional program, students are expected to attend school regularly, be on time for classes and satisfy all course requirements.  Poor attendance or excessive tardiness may result in low or failing grades, as well as referral and interventions by a School Board social worker.  If your child accumulates 10 or more absences, a doctor’s note may be required.  All absences are monitored by administration and the school attendance committee. 
 
Our policy regarding excused absences shall be: 
 
1. An illness of the student or a medical/dental appointment.  A doctor’s note is need. 
2. An accident resulting in an injury to the student. 
3. A death in the immediate family of the student. 
4. An observance of an established religious holiday. 
5. A subpoena by a law enforcement agency or a required court appearance. 
6. An emergency for a reason acceptable to the principal such as: 
a. severe weather conditions 
b. a major personal or family problem 
c. fire, flood, or major damage to the home 
d. an accident on the way to school 
e. a breakdown of the school bus 
 
Excused tardies will not affect perfect attendance.
