Dress Code

Based on feedback from our school community, we have revised the dress code for the 2022-2023 school year. School uniforms
are recommended.
The uniform consists of:

e  White, navy or maroon sleeved, collard shirt
e  Navy blue or khaki pants, shorts, capri, skorts or jumpers
e  School Spirit shirts on Fridays.

Required Dress Code if not participating in the Uniform Policy
e  Shorts or skirts should be no shorter than fingertip length.

e  The shoulder and torso should be covered at all times.

e Jeans must be free of holes or rips.

e Please note the dress of students should be nondisruptive to the educational environment. Failure to follow the dress code
can result in students being asked to wear a school shirt over their clothing, change or a call home to the family.

Universal information:

e All pants and shorts shall be secured at the waist to prevent underwear from being visible.

e Head covering, including hoodies, shall not be worn in the building unless required for religious reasons.
