Sight WORDS

Sight words are commonly used words that young children
are encouraged to memorize. This memorization helps them
to automatically recognize these words in print without
having to sound them out.

By the end of the year, our Kindergarteners will have been
exposed to many sight words. You will receive a master list
of all the sight words included in the curriculum this year.
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Mastery of ALL sight words taught this year is
expected by the end of kindergarten.
