Blake High School Mandatory School ID Policy

Blake High School wants its students, staff and parents to know the district is serious about safety. Precautionary
measures include 24/7 surveillance, Centegix Emergency Staff Alert System, controlled access to all facilities and School
Resource Officers at district campuses. Also, Blake High School has adopted the following Student Identification Card
guidelines.

ALL students will wear their Student ID visibly on their person at or above the waist while on campus. NO Student will
be allowed on Campus without a Student ID

All Students will be provided with their initial Student ID at no cost. The replacement ID cards will be 5%

e Social Workers/Guidance Counselors can work with students to provide access to an additional replacement, if
they meet the criteria for economically disadvantaged students as defined by the guidelines set forth by the state
of Florida and complete a restorative process to show how they will be more responsible with the replacement
card.

e Students are not allowed to deface their IDs by coloring, adding stickers, punching holes, or changing the design
of the ID.

ALL Students will present their Student ID to any Staff Member upon request. Any refusal to present a valid Student ID
will result in the student being considered a non-student on the Campus and appropriate actions will be taken.

ALL Students will have 2 warnings per quarter if they forget their ID. They will be provided with a Temporary ID for the
Day. Students must report to Student Affairs upon arrival at school to be issued a Temporary ID. No Temporary ID’s will
be issued after 1st period. Students holding a temporary ID will only be allowed admission to class and to eat lunch no
other movement will be allowed.

e After 2 warnings, a student arriving at school without their Student ID will have the option to purchase a new ID
or will be placed in ISS until they bring their Student ID with them to school.

Student ID cards will be required for all activities and movements on campus.
Student ID cards will be required to scan/ be presented:

e Student Sign-in/Sign-out

e To Enter Classrooms

e To Receive/Purchase Breakfast/Lunch

e To Visit Guidance

e To be Issued a Hall Pass

e Toreceive a pass during Tardy Lockouts

e To access the Media center

e  Check out Materials from the Media Center

e To Attend Clubs

e To Attend Lunch ELP

e To Attend PEP Rallies and other Incentive activities
e To Purchase Event Tickets (Games, Homecoming, Theater Events)
