➔ Students will get a district tutorial on Canvas and/or 
Edgenuity, the online textbook, and other resources.

➔ Students will then be expected to know how to utilize 
Canvas to receive information, assignments, etc..

➔ We will be updating Canvas regularly with our class 

notes, slideshows, vocabulary, extra practice problems, 

and videos.
