This is amaz-
ing progress.  Their dedication and hard work is really paying off! If you have-
n’t seen your child’s individual growth report, reach out to their teacher.  We 
are so proud of everyone’s achievements! 

Remember, it is important that iReady be accessed 45 minutes a week for 
reading and 45 minutes a week for math.  Please consult your child’s teacher 
to determine if your child is meeting these goals at school or if they need to 
be practicing at home.
