Temple Terrace Families:

On the first day we give each child a wristband if they ride a bus, indicating their bus color. All bus students should
continue to wear/carry their wristband for at least the first 10 days of school. If all students have their wristbands, it
will make it much easier to get them promptly to their classroom when they arrive at school and it will ensure that
they get on the correct bus or pick-up point to go home.

ALL Kindergarten students will have a RED or GREEN taqg attached to their backpack, please do not
remove this tag. They are to have this tag on their backpack ALL yvear. Green tags identify the
student as a bus rider, Red tags are non bus riders.

School Bus Transportation:

The district transportation office will be mailing postcards with your student’s bus stop & times. These
postcards are expected to go home within the first week of August.

Attention Car Rider & Pick-Up Point Parents
THE SAFETY OF YOUR CHILD IS OUR HIGHEST PRIORITY!

Morning Drop off Procedures:
Just a reminder, we are a closed campus. Adults are not permitted on campus without a prior
appointment with administration and the teacher.

There are two ways for your child to safely arrive at school each day:
1. Car line: Located on the East side of the school. Enter the campus on Filian from Ridgedale and remain in the single file
traffic lane. Students must exit the vehicle using the right side door only once you are in the drop off area.

Do not drop off students in front of the school on Flotto Ave.

*We are a Closed campus. Parents will not be permitted to walk students to class. We have staff on duty across
campus to supervise and assist students in getting to class safely.

Afternoon Pick Up Procedures:

1. Car Line: Student pick-up is on the East side of the school. Enter the campus on Filian from Ridgedale and remain in the
single file traffic lane for dismissal. Display “Pick Up Tag” in window. Students will be loaded into the cars as they pull
forward.

2. Walk-Up Gate: Located in the front of the school by the Media Center. Parents must be parked in an approved parking
space, walk up to the gate, and display the Walk-Up Gate Card with your child’s name/grade/teacher on it in order for
your child to be released to you.

IMPORTANT!
For safety reasons, parents WILL NOT be able to park anywhere near the bus ramp. In addition, students WILL NOT be
released without a car tag or walk-up gate card. If you do not have one, you will be sent to the front office where you will
need to present proper ID to pick up your child.

**Pick up Tags will be available in the front office when needed**
