7" — 12th GRADES - Tdap

The Florida Law is requiring that students entering seventh through twelfth—grades
receive a very specific form of the “Tetanus” vaccine. This vaccine is referred to as the
Tdap (Combined Tetanus, Diphtheria and Pertussis Vaccines). This requirement is in
addition to the previous immunization requirements that are grade-appropriate.
Recommendations for provision of the Tdap vaccine are in accordance with the
recommendations of the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP).

Documentation from the student’s health care provider should specify that the student
has gotten the Tdap vaccine on the Florida Certificate of Immunization (680 form). If
documentation does not specify the Tdap vaccine, the parent/guardian will be asked to
return the form to the health care provider for clarification.

Students who cannot receive the vaccine due to medical contraindications must present
a permanent medical exemption from the medical provider on the Florida Certificate of
Immunization (680 form).

Three additional vaccines are not mandated, but parents are encouraged to discuss
them with their child’'s physician. These are: the meningococcal meningitis vaccine,

Hepatitis A series, and the HPV vaccine series (now approved for both males and
females).

If you have Private Health Insurance or Medicaid, contact your Physician or Health Care

Provider. If you do not have Private Health Insurance or Medicaid contact the Florida
Department of Health, Hillsborough County Immunization Clinic for further information.

Middle School run one of the busiest Health Clinic’s in the county seeing over 500 students monthly. Nurse Vaughn and Nurse Tate
care for students with physical, emotional, and social health problems. They communicate with students and parents to provide the best
care to ensure students have the best opportunity to learn. But this only one part of their job. Annually, they conduct over 600 health
screenings in compliance with state guidelines. They review immunization compliance ensuring students are properly protected against
common childhood diseases. They also work with the school staff ensuring an AED Response Team is fully trained and ready to re-
spond if an emergency should arise. They look out for the welfare of the students and staff alike making Shields Middle School a safe
and healthy place to be. They are also required to complete continuing annual training and to keep an active professional license. They
are a part of a professional team of over 350 nurses county-wide that provide these services to Hillsborough County students. So, it is
not only about the bumps and bruises or the headaches and stomach aches. Nurse Vaughn and Nurse Tate run a busy clinic caring for
all the students of Shields Middle School.
