A SPECIAL MESSAGE FROM THE PRINCIPAL

Unofficial copies of student schedules were mailed the last week of July. Important information
regarding options for any necessary schedule error correction accompanied the schedule. Please
read it carefully.

We are continuing to balance classes to achieve lowest numbers in each classroom, therefore
schedules are not final until class balancing is complete. You will receive a new copy of your
schedule at Open House on August 8t and again in homeroom on the first day of school. You may
see changes to your schedule that you did not request due to our continued class size balancing
efforts. The schedule change error request link (organized by counselor, based on your last name) is
the ONLY method we are using to handle schedule error corrections. Please do not send emails or
phone calls to make corrections, they are not able to be viewed due to time constraints.

The following schedule change ERRORS are the only requests we can accommodate: Complete the
counselor link located below if you see an error in your schedule. Class choices available at Curriculum
Guide (weebly.com).
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SCHEDULE GUIDANCE:

e Advanced Honors is only available in English 1 & 2. The course code for Advanced honors will
end in a 07

e Students may see a “NC STUDY HALL” in a period within their schedule; these are placeholders
for a dual enrollment course. If you are NOT taking a dual enrollment course, and “NC STUDY
HALL” is on your schedule, you need to fill out the schedule error correction link and select a PHS
on campus elective. Fall dual enrollment paperwork was due May 20, 2022.

e Students may see “CREDIT RECOVERY” in a period within their schedule; these
are EdGenuity computer-based course recovery classes. The teacher of the course will have a list
of courses each student will be retaking.

e A “RESEARCH?” is a study period that is reserved for students taking 3 or more AP courses.
Students receive elective credit for this class.

e Students may see 1-2 “COOP DIV ED-OJT” periods; This is the OJT Program and requires a
current job (earning a W-2). Direct questions to OJT teacher.

Acceptable reasons fo request a schedule change:
e If you have already taken the listed course and passed it.
e If you are a senior and you need this course to meet graduation requirements.

e The course is the wrong level (NOTE: core course recommendations come directly from previous
core teacher, if you do not have the recommendation for the course, your change will not be
made)

e If you are missing a class period (there should be 8 periods, including lunch) or if you have 2
classes in the same period.

e If you are taking a course through HVS/FLVS or HCC Dual Enrollment and it is listed as a normal
"classroom-~based course" (must be registered for the course on FLVS and/or Dual Enrollment &
have “non-traditional schedule agreement” on file in guidance by 4/29/2022)

e If academic adjustment is necessary based on 2021-22 second semester performance

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Traditionally, students have been able to earn Gold and Black Cards through GPA requirements and
exceptional attendance records. Moving forward, grade incentive programs will be decided upon by
individual teachers. Individual teachers will be given the opportunity to create incentive programs and
policies pertaining to grade enhancement opportunities for their students and courses. The ability to earn
rewards such as special luncheons, ice cream socials, and preferred parking will remain the same but will
only be earned through GPA requirements and not tied to a student’s attendance record. We look forward
to the increased flexibility and opportunity that this adjustment will create!

Emergency Card REQUIRED from every student.

e The emergency card has been pre-printed for your convenience.
e The PARENT or court-appointed GUARDIAN must complete updates/corrections to the

emergency card. PLEASE, ONE parent/guardian must SIGN and DATE the card.

e PLEASE REVIEW EACH LINE OF INFORMATION for accuracy and complete any blank
boxes especially, e~-mail and medical information. Please correct any inaccurate data on
the card. If it does not apply to your student, please put “n/a” (not applicable) in the box.

o RESIDENCE ADDRESS: [f the student resides at an address different from the one listed, the
parent/guardian MUST COMPLETE a “Change of Address” form with Parent/Guardian
Signature and provide copies of 1) your current TECO or City of Tampa water bill AND 2)
your LEASE or Current Tax Bill as PROOF of ownership. Pick up and submit Change of
Address forms in the Student Affairs office. The official record WILL NOT update by
changing the address on the emergency card.

Other forms to look for may include:
Student Likeness Release Form, Student Health Clinic Form, Student Code of Conduct, Bus
Transportation, and others.
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Parents/Guardians, your assistance and cooperation are needed in reporting your child’s absence.
For your child to be “excused,” you will be required to call or visit the school the day your child is
absent. We provide teachers with same day feedback on student absences. This allows us to keep
track on a daily basis and attempt to notify you if any problems arise.

ATTENDANCE POLICY BRIEF

The educational program offered by this District is predicated upon the presence of the student and
requires continuity of instruction and classroom participation. Attendance shall be required of all
students enrolled in the schools during the days and hours that the school is in session. School
attendance shall be the responsibility of parents/legal guardians and students. Absences shall be
reported to the school attendance office by the parent/legal guardian on the day the absence
occurred.

HCPS Full text: Policy Manual - Hillsborough County Public Schools (hillsboroughschools.org) Section 5200

TO REPORT A WHOLE DAY ABSENCE

A parent must explain the reason by telephone preferably on the day the absence occurs but WITHIN
NO MORE THAN 3 BUSINESS DAYS AFTER THE ABSENCE. You may access the Z4~hours
COMPUTER aufomated attendance line by calling 813-272-3033; push 1 and you will be forwarded
fo the attendance line voicemail.

NOTE: Absences cannot be cleared, as is sometimes requested, af the end of a marking period. The
absence is submitted fo the Florida Board of Education. Absences must be excused as they occur.
Parents of truant students will be required to meet with the Assistant Principal for Student Affairs
following truancy. The school will make an effort to contact the parent whenever a student’s
absence has not been explained.

EXCUSED ABSENCES
The HCPS Board considers the following factors to be reasonable excuses for time missed at school:
e Personal illness of the student. A student who has demonstrated a pattern of absences due to illness
may be required to present medical verification to the principal.
e Court appearance of the student.
e Medical appointment of the student. A note from a health care provider may
be required.
e An approved school activity.
e Emergencies that are acceptable to the principal.

e Other absences as approved by the principal. A written request from the
parent/legal guardian is submitted to the principal at least three days prior to the
date of absence. The parent will be notified of the decision.

e Attendance at a center under Children and Families Services supervision.
e Accident resulting in injury to the student.

e Significant community events with prior permission of the principal. When
more than one school is involved, the Regional Superintendent will determine the
status of the absence.

e Observance of an established religious holiday.

e Death of a close relative. For purposes of this policy, close relatives shall be defined as the father,
mother, brother, sister, husband, wife, son, daughter (or in-law), stepfather, stepmother, stepbrother,
stepsister, half-sister, half-brother, stepchild, uncle, aunt, niece, nephew, grandparents, grandchild, or
members of his/her own household.
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MAKE-~UP WORK

o If the absences are excused, all educational requirements for the course shall be met before a
passing grade and/or credit is assigned. A student whose absence has been excused shall be
permitted to make up the work missed provided that the student makes arrangements with
teachers within three days of the student's return to school. It is the student's responsibility to
make these arrangements. Students shall submit make up work within the deadlines set by the
teachers. Students on school business shall be counted present and required to make up work
missed.

e A student suspended out-of-school shall receive a grade of “zero” for tests and/or graded work
missed.

¢ Unexcused absence make~up work is at the discretion of the classroom teacher.
e A student receiving EPIC may makeup work providing all days assigned are attended.

SCHOOL BUSINESS
Students on school business shall be counted present and required to make up work missed.
Examples of school business are:

e Participation in a regularly scheduled, school-sponsored athletic event.
e A school office summons.

e Other approved activities, such as Student Council, National Honor Society, PTSA, pep rallies,
class meetings, club meetings, field trip, senior graduation activities, or an event that is
designated by the Principal and approved by the Regional Superintendent.

e An academic activity directly related to the instructional outcomes of one or more courses.

STUDENT ABSENCE NOTIFICATION

e Hillsborough County Public Schools will call the home when your child is marked absent at the
time official (1%t period) attendance is taken.

e A student who is absent from class but who is not listed on the absentee bulletin (possible
skipping) shall be reported by the teacher to the appropriate Assistant Principal’s Office.

e A student who is absent six (6) or more days in a nine-week grading period may be required to
present medical evidence or have the parent visit the school to verify absences.

e When a student accumulates ten (10) absences from the designated attendance period during a
nine-week grading period, a parental notice is available from the automated attendance
accounting system. Upon receipt of this notification, the appropriate school personnel shall
attempt to contact the parent or guardian by telephone.

ATTENDANCE REQUIREMENTS FOR MINORS TO MAINTAIN THEIR DRIVING PRIVILEGE

STATE LAW REQUIRES that students, 14 to 18 years of age, who have not earned a high school
diploma, who have 15 unexcused absences in any period of 90 calendar days, be ineligible for
driving privileges. School districts are required by this legislation fo report fo the State of Horida
Department of Highway Satety and Motor Vehicles (DHSMYV), the names of any students who have
accumulated 15 unexcused absences in any period of 90 calendar days. The student who is reported
will be informed by the DHSMV that his/her name has been received and he/she may lose the
privilege to drive. Should a student be contacted by DHSMV with information, he/she may initiate a
request for a hardship waiver or a request for reinstatement of driving privilege through the Student
Affairs Office. Effective January 5, 1999, students who accumulate 15 unexcused absences in any
period of 90 calendar days will be reported by the school to the DHSMYV. Please follow the
attendance procedure that has been established in order that students not be reported unexcused
when they should be excused.
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TARDINESS

A student is tardy when the student arrives after the beginning of the school day or when the student
is not in the assigned seat or station when the tardy bell rings in any class period. A tardy student
who arrives to class after one-half of the class period is over shall be counted as absent.

UNEXCUSED TARDINESS

1. An unexcused tardy exists when a student is not in his or her assigned seat or station when the
tardy bell begins to ring.

2. Tardiness is cumulative for each 9-weeks grading period and across class periods.

3. A student should make every effort to be in class on time; however, any student failing to make
an effort to attend class will be considered tardy and subject to disciplinary action.

4. Excessive unexcused tardiness shall be considered willful disobedience and the student will be
subject to disciplinary action including suspension. The Assistant Principal will notify the
student’s parents for violations greater than a warning.

“SIGN-IN” — ARRIVING TO SCHOOL AFTER THE START OF SCHOOL

A parent/guardian should call at 272~3033 ext. 230 or 231 to speak to a SAO secretary or leave a
message on automated ext. 400 (push 1 on the auto attendant) prior to the student arriving to school
or within ONE day of the tardy. Any student reporting late to school at any time must report to the
Student Affairs Office before going to class. The Student Affairs Office will verify all sign-ins to
parent contact list. Students are allowed to sign in late a maximum of five (5) times (either by parent
call-in or parent walk-in) for each 9~weeks period. Any additional sign-ins will be considered
unexcused unless the student presents a doctor’s note.

“SIGN~-OUT?” ~ LEAVING SCHOOL BEFORE DISMISSAL TIME

A parent/legal guardian must call the Student Affairs Office 272~-3033 (push 4) ext. 230 or 231 to
speak to a secretary. Effort should be made to have departure time coincide with the end of a class
period fo avoid disruption of class time with phone calls fo the classroom. Any student who must
leave the school grounds during the school day must have clearance from the Student Affairs Office
and must report to the Student Affairs Office to receive a sign-out pass prior to leaving. Parental
contact must be made for all sign-outs. Any student leaving school after having arrived on campus,
including pre-school hours, without signing out will be subject to disciplinary action which may
include suspension; the absence will be considered unexcused. A current emergency card must be
on file before a student will be permitted to sign out. THERE WILL BE NO SIGN OUTS WITHIN 30
MINUTES OF DISMISSAL. Signing out more than five (5) times in a 9-weeks period will require a
doctor’s note to be considered excused.

TELEPHONE CALLS AND/OR LUNCH TO STUDENTS

In an effort to keep class time productive and students’ concentration uninterrupted, parents are
asked to make clear with their student any alternate plan regarding transportation, medical
appointments, etc. Only in cases of emergency will such messages be considered for delivery and
only in cases of emergency will students be called out of class. The Student Affairs Office reserves the
right to make such a decision and act accordingly.

We do not allow lunch drop-offs in the office or anywhere on campus. Students should come to
school with lunch or get lunch from the cafeteria. An emergency lunch can be obtained should a
student require one. Payment for the lunch can be made the following day. Plant High is a closed
campus; students are not allowed to sign-out or leave campus for Iunch.

HALL LOCKER RENTAL

Rental of a locker is optional and will occur via MyPaymentsPlus.com (MPP) beginning on August 8,
2022, at 5:00pMm. You will need to determine the area you would prefer your locker assignment by
the room near which lockers exist. Use your Open House schedule walk as an opportunity to
determine the best location to serve you each day. Please follow directions in MPP. Don’t have an
MPP account? Go to: www.hillsboroughschools.org/domain/4910 for directions.
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BULLYING

The School Board is committed to providing an educational setting that is safe, secure, and free from
bullying and harassment for all students and employees.

Plant High School has a great student body that exhibits respect daily. Many of our students
participate in Unity Day, a program that assist students in handling peer pressure situations and
occurs quarterly. Students also have the opportunity to participate in activities sponsored by Stand
Up, Plant’s Bullying Prevention Program. Bullying and/or harassment of any student or school
employee is PROHIBITED during any educational and/or school sponsored program. This includes
all activities at any HCPS institution, school bus and/or using data or computer software that is
accessed through a HCPS computer. Community members are strongly encouraged to report any
incident of bullying or harassment in writing to the Plant Administration.

SOME ADVICE ABOUT SCHOOL CLOTHES SHOPPING

Most shopping for school clothes occurs before our orientation program. We urge you to use good
judgment while clothes shopping, with an eye to the safety of your student. Also, be aware that the
total-school air conditioning, with the “central control” for individual rooms is not always set ideally
and can prevent comfort when attire is too scanty or brief (for example, sleeveless attire for girls).
Many girls choose to bring a lightweight sweater/jacket to wrap around their shoulders or place on
their lap. SHIRTS THAT EXPOSE THE MIDRIFF ARE NOT ALLOWED. Proper t-shirts should be worn,
and with no sexual innuendo and or puns. Such innuendo has no place at school. Again, your
cooperation is appreciated.

DRESS CODE

e Shoes shall be worn. Skate tennis shoes and bedroom slippers are unacceptable and not allowed.

¢ Clothing that exposes the entire shoulder, tube tops, spaghetti straps, or similar type of clothing
may only be worn with a blouse or shirt. Clothing exposing the torso or the midriff, either front,
back, or sides shall not be worn. Underwear shall not be visible. Boys’ shirts shall have sleeves.

e Clothing shall not expose the mid-chest area. Clothing not properly fastened or with tears that
are indecent shall not be worn.

e Clothing traditionally designed as undergarments or sleepwear shall not be worn as outer
garments.

o All pants and shorts shall be secured at the waist. Underwear shall not be visible. Mini-skirts,
mini-dresses, and short shorts shall not be permitted. Hemlines shall be no shorter than
fingertip length.

e Hair shall be clean and neatly groomed. Head coverings shall not be worn in the building unless
required for religious observance or health-related reasons.

e Garments and/or jewelry that display or suggest sexual, vulgar, drug, gang, weapons, or
alcohol-related wording or graphics, or that provoke or may tend to provoke violence or
disruption in the school, shall not be worn. Wallet chains shall not be worn.

Any student in violation of this policy will receive a consequence and be provided a change of
clothes. If a student commits multiple infractions, he/she will be subject to disciplinary action.

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STUDENT ARRIVAL and DEPARTURE

Students being dropped off or picked up are to ONLY be dropped off or picked up on Himes Ave in front of
the school. Parents should not enter campus from any access point to drop off or pick up a student. ALL
student drivers are to enter/exit through the Dale Mabry Hwy. gate (West side) ONLY. NO arrival or
departure access is available on the East or North side of the school. The Sterling Gate (intersection of San
Miguel St. and Sterling Ave.) will strictly be for bus and pedestrian access.

Be aware of the following:

e MANY students WAILK tfo school. FOR THE SAFETY OF OUR STUDENTS, please use
EXTRA CAUTION when driving on and around the PHS campus!

e Do NOT speed.

e Unlike Middle and Elementary schools, several hundred of our students drive to
school which increases traffic entering and exiting the campus. Only entrance for |
student drivers is the Dale Mabry gate as the student parking is located at that -

e Arriving before 8:15 A.M. and departing after 3:40 P.M. (2:40 P.M. on Mondays)
are optimal to steer clear of high traffic times.

e Please do not enter the media center faculty parking area to drop off or pick up your child.

e Please be respectful of our neighbors... don’t block driveways or traffic lanes.

e No entry or exit is allowed on the South side (Palmira St. at Sterling Ave.) of the school. This gate is kept
locked at all times.

Due to limited parking, SOPHOMORES and FRESHMEN are not allowed to park on campus. Any
student choosing to park without a proper authorization is subject to disciplinary action. Parking
hangtag should be used ONLY by the student to whom it was issued and in the ONE car for which it
was issued. Misuse of a parking hangtag will cause student(s) to lose their parking privilege and be
subject to other disciplinary action.
Please be reminded that off campus parking carries a risk of protest from residents as well as a
security issue. Students should use caution when parking off campus. City of Tampa parking fines
can exceed $30.

Dear Parents and Guardians of Students; Faculty and Staff:

The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) is a state agency that
oversees the cleanup of sites throughout Florida. The FDEP is responsible for notifying School
Boards throughout the state when any contamination is discovered at school property. School
Boards which receive such notice are further required to notify all Faculty, staff, parents, and
guardians of students attending the school.

In 2009/2010 school year, the FDEP notified the Hillsborough County School Board
regarding the identification of scil and/or groundwater contamination at several school
locations. This letter is to fill the annual requirement of notification for the identified locations. In
addition, the School Board also decided to voluntarily expand their notification process beyond
FDEP requirements to include other school locations based upon a review of available
information regarding historical as well as more recent soil and groundwater testing results.

DUE TO THE LOW POTENTIAL FOR EXPOSURE, THE SOIL AND/OR
GROUNDWATER CONSTITITUENT CONCENTRATIONS IDENTIFIED AT THESE
LOCATIONS DO NOT POSE A SIGNIFICANT HEALTH RISK. THE SCHOOLS ARE SAFE
FOR STUDENTS, PARENTS, STAFF AND VISITORS.
