Dear Mitchell Families,

As of August 19, our school district is mandating face coverings for the next 30 days in order to mitigate
the spread of COVID-19 in our community, as well as the number of quarantines resulting from positive
cases.

Our school has received many questions about this mandate and we hope this email will clear up some of
those questions and concerns.

The mask mandate will run through Friday, September 17. Through that time, every student and staff
member on our campus will be required to wear a face covering. If your child has a medical, physical, or
psychological reason that prevents them from wearing a face covering, please consult with your medical
provider and submit a Medical Exemption form with medical documentation to the main office. (See
attached)

If your child has an existing Healthcare Plan on file at school, this could possibly serve as your
documentation. Please contact the school nurse to discuss whether face coverings should be a part of
your child’s healthcare plan.

We ask that your student arrive every day wearing a face covering. If they do not, we will provide them
with a disposable mask. If your student is not wearing their face covering, the school will contact you to
explain the importance of face coverings as recommended by public health officials.

Our district is optimistic this not only cuts down on the number of COVID-19 cases in our schools but also
the number of students being quarantined. According to CDC guidelines, students who are within three to
six feet of an infected student will not be quarantined if both students were wearing face coverings
correctly. Students who are closer than 3 feet will need to quarantine. The district's COVID-19 protocols
can be found at www.hillsboroughschools.org.

We know that not everyone agrees with the mask mandate. However, by pulling together as a school
family and following our district guidelines, wearing masks diligently for the next 30 days can help reduce
the number of cases and quarantines and keep our students learning in school.

Queridos Mitchell familias,

A partir del 19 de agosto, nuestro distrito escolar exige utilizer una mascarilla (cubreboca)
durante los préximos 30 dias para mitigar la propagaciéon del COVID-19 en nuestra
comunidad, asi como la cantidad de cuarentenas resultantes de casos positivos.

Nuestra escuela ha recibido muchas preguntas sobre este mandato y esperamos que este
correo electronico aclare algunas de esas preguntas e inquietudes.

El mandato de mascaras se extendera hasta el viernes 17 de septiembre. Durante ese
tiempo, se requerira que todos los estudiantes y miembros del personal en nuestro campus
escolar usen una mascarilla (cubreboca). Si su hijo tiene una razon médica, fisica o
psicoldgica que le impide usar una mascarilla (cubreboca), consulte con su proveedor
médico y envie un formulario de exencién médica con documentacién médica a la oficina
principal.

Si su hijo tiene un Plan de Atencién Médica existente en el archivo de la escuela, esto podria
servirle como documentacion. Comuniquese con la enfermera de la escuela para analizar si
las mascarillas (cubreboca) deben ser parte del plan de atencion médica de su hijo.

Somos optimistas de que esto no solo reduce la cantidad de casos del COVID-19 en
nuestras escuelas, sino también la cantidad de estudiantes en cuarentena. De acuerdo con
las pautas del CDC, los estudiantes que se encuentren entre tres y seis pies de distancia de
un estudiante infectado no seran puestos en cuarentena si ambos estudiantes se cubrieron
la cara correctamente. Los protocolos del COVID-19 de nuestro distrito se pueden encontrar
en la siguiente pagina web www.hillsboroughschools.org.

Sabemos que no todo el mundo esta de acuerdo con el mandato de la mascara. Sin
embargo, al unirnos como familia escolar y usar mascarillas diligentemente durante los
proximos 30 dias, reduciremos el nimero de casos y cuarentenas y mantendremos a
nuestros estudiantes aprendiendo en la escuela.
